UNIFORM DISTRICT CONSTITUTION

AMERICAN LEGION AUXILIARY

DEPARTMENT OF MASSACHUSETTS, INC.

ARTICLE I

NAME

     This organization shall be known as the ______________________ County Council of District No. _____, American Legion Auxiliary, Department of Massachusetts.

ARTICLE II

PURPOSE
     The purpose of this Council shall be the cooperation of the Units for the good of the American Legion and its Auxiliary.

ARTICLE III

MEMBERSHIP
     The membership of this Council shall consist of all Units now formed or which may hereafter be formed and which are in good standing and within the boundaries of District No. _____.

ARTICLE IV

OFFICERS AND THEIR ELECTION
Section 1.  Each District is entitled to one Director in the Department and one delegate and one alternate to the National Convention.

Section 2.  The Director from this District to the Department Executive Committee shall be the Director of this Council.  She shall be elected at the annual District caucus held at least two (2) weeks prior to the annual Department Convention, and her election shall be ratified by the Department Convention.  If there is more than one candidate, she shall be elected by written ballot, plurality vote elect.  The District page and representatives to serve on the Department Convention committees assigned in the Convention Call shall be appointed at this caucus by the District Director and their appointment ratified by the caucus.

Section 3.  Immediately upon taking office, the Director shall appoint a Secretary.

Section 4.  In addition to the Director and Secretary, this council shall have for its officers, a Senior Vice Director, a Junior Vice Director, a Treasurer, a Chaplain, a Historian, and a Sergeant-at-Arms.

Section 5.  At the annual meeting, the Council will nominate and elect a Senior Vice Director, a Junior Vice Director, a Treasurer, a Chaplain, a Historian, and a Sergeant-at Arms, plurality vote to elect.

Section 6.  The officers shall serve until such time as their successor shall have been installed.

Section 7.  The District Director shall be allowed to serve more than one (1) term, but not consecutively.  Districts of 700 members or less, the Director shall be allowed to serve a total of a two (2) year term not to succeed themselves.

(Passed by the voting body of the 1995 Convention and took effect immediately upon the close of the Convention.)

Section 8.  Vacancies in office, other than that of Director, shall be filled by a majority vote of the District Executive Committee present and voting until the next annual meeting, notice of the vacancy having been given in the call to the meeting.

Section 9.  The retiring Director shall be the delegate and the incoming Director shall be the alternate to the National Convention for ____________ Council, District No. ___.

ARTICLE V

AMENDMENTS
This Constitution may be amended by a two-thirds vote of any Council meeting provided call for the meeting shall have fully set forth the articles to be amended or the amendments desired and provided further that the proposed amendment has the approval of the Department Executive Committee to which it must first be referred.
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
